What is to prevent me from being baptized? *He commanded the
chariot to stop, and both of them, Philip and the eunuch, went down into the
water, and Philip baptized him. *When they came up out of the water, the Spirit of
the Lord snatched Philip away; the eunuch saw him no more, and went on his way
rejoicing. “But Philip found himself at Azotus, and as he was passing through the

»Those who say, ‘I love God,” and hate their brothers or sisters, are liars; for those
who do not love a brother or sister whom they have seen, cannot love God whom
they have not seen. #The commandment we have from him is this: those who love

God must love their brothers and sisters also.
This is the word of the Lord.
