Old Testament Reading 
A reading from the first book of Samuel 
 
Now the boy Samuel was serving the Lord under Eli. TheLord’s word was rare at 
that time, and visions weren’t widely known. One day Eli, whose eyes had grown so 
weak he was unable to see, was lying down in his room. God’s lamp hadn’t gone 
out yet, and Samuel was lying down in the Lord’s temple, where God’s chest was. 
The Lord called to Samuel. “I’m here,” he said. 
Samuel hurried to Eli and said, “I’m here. You called me?” 
“I didn’t call you,” Eli replied. “Go lie down.” So he did. 
Again the Lord called Samuel, so Samuel got up, went to Eli, and said, “I’m here. 
You called me?” 
“I didn’t call, my son,” Eli replied. “Go and lie down.” 
(Now Samuel didn’t yet know the Lord, and the Lord’s word hadn’t yet been 
revealed to him.) 
A third time the Lord called Samuel. He got up, went to Eli, and said, “I’m here. You 
called me?” 
Then Eli realized that it was the Lord who was calling the boy. So Eli said to Samuel, 
“Go and lie down. If he calls you, say, ‘Speak, Lord. Your servant is listening.’” So 
Samuel went and lay down where he’d been. 
Then the Lord came and stood there, calling just as before, “Samuel, Samuel!” 
Samuel said, “Speak. Your  servant is listening.” 
 
This is the word of the Lord.

Gospel Mark 6.1-13 

When the Gospel is announced the reader says 
Hear the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark. 
All  Glory to you, O Lord.  
Then Jesus went about among the villages teaching. 7He called the twelve and 
began to send them out two by two, and gave them authority over the unclean 
spirits. 8He ordered them to take nothing for their journey except a staff; no 
bread, no bag, no money in their belts; 9but to wear sandals and not to put on two 
tunics. 10He said to them, ‘Wherever you enter a house, stay there until you leave 
the place. 11If any place will not welcome you and they refuse to hear you, as you 
leave, shake off the dust that is on your feet as a testimony against them.’ 12So 
they went out and proclaimed that all should repent. 13They cast out many 
demons, and anointed with oil many who were sick and cured them.  
This is the Gospel of the Lord.

Rite of Reception into the Church of England 
 
Elena is called forward accompanied by her sponsor 
 
Have you been baptized in the name of the Father, and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Spirit? 
 
I have. 
 
Are you ready with your own mouth and from your own heart to 
affirm your faith in Jesus Christ? 
 
I am. 
 
In baptism, God calls us out of darkness into his marvellous light. 
To follow Christ means dying to sin and rising to new life with him. 



Therefore I ask: 
 
Do you turn to Christ? 
 
I turn to Christ. 
 
Do you repent of your sins? 
 
I repent of my sins. 
 
Do you renounce evil? 
 
I renounce evil. 
 
Do you come to Christ, the way, the truth and 
the life? 
 
I come to Christ. 
 
May God, who has given you the desire to follow Christ, 
give you the strength to continue in the Way. 
Amen. 
 
Brothers and sisters, I ask you to profess 
together with Elena 
the faith of the Church. 
 
Do you believe and trust in God the Father? 
 
I believe in God, the Father almighty, 
creator of heaven and earth. 
 
Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ? 
 
I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, 
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 
born of the Virgin Mary, 
suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried; 
he descended to the dead. 

On the third day he rose again; 
he ascended into heaven, 
he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 
and he will come to judge the living and the dead. 
 
Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit? 
 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, 
the holy catholic Church, 
the communion of saints, 
the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, 
and the life everlasting. Amen. 
 
Elena you are here to be received into the communion of the 
Church of England. 
 
Do you acknowledge the Church of England as part of the one, 
holy, catholic and apostolic Church? 
 
I do. 
 
Do you accept the teaching, discipline and authority of the 
Church of England? 
 
I do. 
Will you take part with us in worship and mission? 
 
I will. 
 
Almighty God, 
we thank you for our fellowship  
in the household of faith 
with all who have been baptized into your name. 
Keep us faithful to our baptism, 
and so make us ready for that day 
when the whole creation  
shall be made perfect in your Son, 
our Saviour Jesus Christ. 
Amen.
