For those whom the words ‘Peace and Justice’ bring to mind:

For those who have died and those we remember with love and 
affection. 
Finally we pray for ourselves.

With bread we need for today, feed us. In the hurts we absorb from one another 
forgive us. In times of temptation and test, strengthen us.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give thanks and praise. 
 
It is always right to give you thanks, God our Creator, loving and faithful, holy and 

strong. You made us and the whole universe, and filled your world with life. You sent 

your Son to live among us, Jesus our Saviour, Mary's child. He suffered on the cross; 

he died to save us from our sins; he rose in glory from the dead. You send your Spirit 

to bring new life to the world, and clothe us with power from on high. And so we join 

the angels to celebrate and sing:

On the night before he died, when darkness had fallen, Jesus took bread. He gave 
thanks, broke it, and shared it with his disciples, saying: 'This is my body, given for 
you. Do this to remember me.' After they had eaten, he took the cup of wine, 
gave thanks, and shared it with his disciples, saying: 'This is my blood, poured out 
for you and for many, for the forgiveness of sins.'

So Father, with this bread and this cup we celebrate his love, his death, his risen 
life. As you feed us with these gifts, send your Holy Spirit, and change us more and 
more to be like Jesus our Saviour. Help us, Father, to love one another, as we look 
forward to that day when suffering is ended, and all creation is gathered in your 
loving arms. And now with Mary, Anne and all your saints we give you glory, 
through Jesus Christ, in the strength of the Spirit, today and for ever.
