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Sign of Peace 
The gifts  of bread and wine are  then brought to the 
table 

SONG  521 My song is love unknown 

And now, following Jesus’ example and command we 
take this bread and wine, the ordinary things of the 
world which Christ will make special. And as he prayed 
before sharing, let us do so too. 
In the silence of our hearts, let us pray for those who 
need to be remembered: For those who have made the 
headlines today because of what they have done or 
said:  
for those who care for us and for those we care for:
