The music before today’s service is the Chorale Fantasia on "Wie schén
leuchtet der Morgenstern" by Dietrich Buxtehude (1637-1707). He was
one of the leading composers and organists of his day. The young J S Bach,
aged 20, walked some 250 miles in the winter to hear him play and,
having a month's leave from his first full-time job, actually stayed for
nearly four months - much to the annoyance of the church elders. The
Lutheran chorale, known to us as "How brightly shines the morning star"
dates back to 1549 and has inspired many composers since - including
Bach and Mendelsohn.
